Major Concern 2 To cultivate students’ growth mindset in building a positive life

Feedback and Follow-up:

The Schools Speech Festival concluded successfully in December 2024. This year, 14 junior-form students and 7 senior-form students took part in the
competition. All participants scored 80 or above and received Merit Certificates in recognition of their excellent performance.

English Week, a five-day event, featured a range of engaging activities, including: Spelling Bee; English Fun Fair; English Busking; Movie Appreciation;
and English Game Booths.

In Term 1, an English Board titled “Idioms Can Make Your Writing Unique” was created to encourage students to enhance their writing skills.

The English Café—a collaborative initiative between the English Club and the SEN Coffee Team—provided a valuable experience for all involved. To
ensure smoother operations in future, clearer coordination of work duties and time allocation at each station is recommended.

Subsequent activities included a Halloween exhibition and Trick-or-Treat, board games, English riddles, dressing up as characters from readers, and
friendship bracelet making, with word games serving as the finale of English Friday in 2025. Corresponding online activities were also organised to give
younger students opportunities to enjoy and use English both in and outside the classroom, fostering a growth mindset and a positive attitude toward
language learning.
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The first activity of the 2025/26 school year will be the 77th Hong Kong Schools Speech Festival, followed by English Friday, English Week, and a series
of online English activities. As discussed in the previous panel meeting, values education and national security education will be integrated into the design
of questions for the online activities.

Three teachers are currently responsible for the English Board (LY'Y; KLM; and YT). In the coming school year, in celebration of the school’s 55th
anniversary, Miss LYY and Miss YT may begin planning and developing the English Board. The theme should ideally focus on the school’s history and

heritage.
