School Facilities:

The area of school premises is about 4,700 square metres. The “School Improvement Programme” was
completed in September 2005. The school was well-equipped and well-maintained with a rich greenery of
grass and trees.

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2.2 Major concern 2: To increase students” English proficiency via increasing
students’ exposure to English and their reading standard (2010-11)

Evaluation

It was suggested that the other two major concerns must be included in English Friday programs. The
following activities — tongue twist, sentence extension, interviewing winners of Sport Day and Drama Day,
solo verse speaking, book reviews, S7 Farewell Speech, Social Issues, English Musical — would be kept.
There will be 17 programmes in the coming school year. All English teachers will involve in all the English
programmes and more students will be invited to participate in the said programmes.

In 2011 — 2012, the dates of English Activity Days will be fixed and marked on school calendar. There will
be 8 activity days. Apart from Shopping Corners, there are two additional activities: Reader Theatre and
English Café. All these activities enable students to learn and experience the language under a pressure-free

environment.

S1 English Intensive Term 2 by Miss Wan Yuen Yee (VW) and Miss Chan Sau Wai (SAU)

The objectives are: (1) to prepare students for NSS Learning English through Short Stories; (2) to expose
students to a number of short stories (passages); (3) to get students to be familiar with a variety of question
types in different comprehension exercises; (4) to teach students how to quickly find out the key words and
main ideas of the texts by skimming and scanning; (5) to prepare these students for the coming NSS.

The task was to complete a number of comprehension exercises. A pre-reading comprehension test and post-
reading comprehension test were done in March and May respectively. 29 out of 44 scored high marks in the
Post test. It is encouraging to see that over half of the students displayed improvement in reading skills, and
they have learnt more vocabulary and phrases. Therefore, the result of their post-reading comprehension test
is better than that of the pre-test. Besides, the attendance rate was satisfactory, which implies that we need to
do something practical and manageable so that students can see the gradual progress themselves.
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S2 Intensive Class Term 2 by Miss Fung Sau Ching (ROSA) and Miss Choi Mei Chu (CMC)

Before students took part in both the pre-test and post-test, they were reminded to study the questions
carefully. Students who scored less than 80% had to stay after lesson. The result is quite good. 62.5% of the
students have made a slight improvement; whereas 16 % of the students have a drop in their performance
and 12.5 % of the students remain the same. 15 students got improvement in Group A.

A lively and cheerful class (Group A), they were very active in classroom participation. Their standard of
English is not so high when compared with the classes in the previous year but they were willing to try. In
the second term, we created a booklet for students to collect the newspaper clippings. Students  have to
find out the meaning from the dictionary and write 50 words about that article. A short  discussion will
follow if time allowed. Students were required to bring their dictionaries and those who failed to do so had
to stay after the lesson for 15 minutes. It was quite successful and eventually the students get used to speak
in English and use dictionary in class.

On the whole, the students’ performance was satisfactory (in Group B). The lesson was conducted in English,
and supplemented with some Chinese. Each student was given a portfolio, designed by the teachers. Boys
were very busy during the lesson. They were asked to stick a piece of newspaper article on their portfolio.
After that, they had to read the article by themselves and underline the vocabulary, or the words they might
not be familiar with. Students were required to write down the vocabulary and the corresponding Chinese
translation in the space provided. Next, they had to write down their comments and do the presentation one
by one. No one could leave before they finished the presentation.

S3 Intensive Class Term 2 by Mr Stuart Mead (MEA) and Mr Wong Wai Lun (WWL)

The pre-test and post-test consisted of the same reading comprehension passage (a story) and questions. The
students did the test in the first lesson and the last lesson of the term. During the term, students read some
other stories and did a variety of comprehension and writing activities based on the sentence structures found
in the stories.

When the students’ performances in the two tests were compared, it was found that half of them did better at
the end than at the beginning, while half did not. Two students in particular improved their mark from 4 out
of 15to 10 and 11 out of 15.

The reason for the lack of improvement in half the students can possibly be found in the fact that the second
test was done in the last lesson, when students knew it was the last lesson for that class for the year. A certain
amount of apathy was evident as they did the test.

Despite the test marks (which could never be considered good research anyway), the students enjoyed the
stories and mostly tried hard to do the writing activities. Several students asked lots of questions and asked
for help, which was good to see. Students were introduced to quite a few simple sentence structures that they
were not familiar with; hopefully, some of these will appear in their writing in due course.

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3.9  Staff Development

An INSET Committee was formed in 1993 to look after matters concerning new teachers. The Committee
complied systematic New Teacher Induction Handbook and assigned mentors to help newly employed
members.

Teachers are encouraged to attend in-service courses organized by the Education Bureau and other tertiary
Institutions. In 2009-10, teachers were enthusiastic in attending courses as shown in the CPD records.
Teachers are also encouraged to share experience among them and to engage in various professional
development activities such as peer lesson observation.

Staff Development Days
There were four Staff Development Days conducted in the school year 2010-11. Teachers learned and
benefited a lot from these seminars and workshops. Details were as follows:

The First Staff Development Day was held on October 15™ 2010. The topic is: “How to raise students’ low
motivation to study. It was conducted by our school’s educational psychologist, Ms. Connie Ng.

The Second Staff Development day was held on December 13" 2010. The topic is: “To foster friendship
among teachers.” Teachers enjoyed practicing Tai Chi, making cheese cake and playing ball games.

The Third Staff Development Day was held on March 14™ 2011. The topic is: “Youth addiction on soft drugs
and its consequences.”

The system has been checked during the first week of September 2010. We have also
updated several backup images of the harddisks in file server, teacher PC & student PCs.
Student PCs have been checked and cleaned unwanted files. Due to the use of reborn cards
in CAL’s computers, there are normally no system failures. There were just a few times for
a certain student PC that cannot be booted up and we have solved it at once.

All headsets have been removed in CAL this year since headsets leads to some discipline
problems during lessons and maintenance issue. Also, 6 DVD drives have been replaced
this year due to the natural depreciation. Due to the imperfection of the design of the
keyboard drawers, keys are easily been knocked out from the keyboards and some keys are
missing. We will replace the keyboards if several keys are found missing at the same time.
Besides, there are 2 to 3 drawers damaged and need for reparation.

Q) According to the collected data, teachers had used CAL about 1.96 lessons per normal
school day in average, which is lower than the average of about 2.68 lessons per day last
year. The main reason is due to the official arrangement of the use of CAL for form 3
C&MA and the installation of teacher workstation in classrooms. Only few subjects used
CAL for students of whole class to search information at the same time. Many IT
applications like playing videos, MS applications and other demonstration using IT can
now be done in classrooms and teachers did not want to waste the travelling time to CAL
from classroom.
(i) From the data, we see that 83% of the use of CAL is mainly from computer subjects. We

also see that about 90% of the use of CAL is for Form 1 to Form 3. The main reason, as
explained before, is due to the use of CAL in form 3 C&MA.
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V. The Ways of Use of CAL

As a significant rate of use of CAL is from computer subjects, softwares for photo editing, video
producing, animation making, typing practice and MS office are the most popular use of CAL in
this year. There are also some other uses of CAL like internet surfing, eClass training, etc.

VI. The Rate of Use of PREP

There are no official statistics about the use of PREP by teaching staffs and assistants. By
observation, teaching assistants are most likely to use the color laser printer in PREP to prepare
document and some paper work in board decoration, printing student certificates, printing project
reports, etc.

There are still three computers in PREP but normally, there are at most 1 to 2 computers in use at
the same time.

English Ambassador Day for S3 students

In the post examination period, the Department organized the English Ambassador Day, a six-hour

workshop, for the best 80 Secondary 3 students. Four NETs were sent by Headstart, the service

provider. The workshop is designed to:

- Develop four important language skills — listening, speaking, reading and writing — with a
focus on speaking.

- Equip them with the language skills to become effective and confidentcommunicators in
English.

- Stimulate an interest conversing in English and enlarging students’ collection of vocabulary.

- Provide many opportunities for public speaking and making improvements in the subject.

100% of the students thought that teacher’s comments helped them make improvements in speaking

English. 100% of the students thought that
a) the teachers were knowledgeable.
b) the teachers were enthusiastic.
c) the teachers helped them improve their English.
d) the teachers used different teaching methods to teach them.

98% of the students were satisfied with the performance of the teacher. 93% of the students were
satisfied with the course and they will recommend it to other students. 45% of the students thought
that the course duration was just right while 55% of the students thought the course duration was
too long. A 6-hour program on one day may be a bit too long for students. Next year, the best
results can be obtained if the program could be split into 2 or 3 sessions on different days. 24% of
the students said that “Word choice and Public Speaking Skills” was their most favourite topic.

Some teachers believed that the lectures were practical. Stronger ones found it a very delightful
experience to learn the language in such environment, and it was realistic and efficient to have
access to much up-to-date materials within a short period of time. But some teachers claimed that
though the materials designed for Secondary 3 students, which were practical and efficient, not all
the students could follow and a few of them might find it quite difficult to follow the activities due
to the sophisticated vocabulary and the medium of instruction.

Teachers’ Training — Learning English Through Poems and Songs

The Teacher Workshop on Poems and Songs aims to provide a well-designed, practical training
program that will encourage and guide secondary school English teachers in developing their own
unique instructional styles for the creative implementation of the New Secondary School (NSS)
Curriculum module, “Learning English through Poems and Songs”. It also provides techniques and
strategies for using both simplified and original text in the upper secondary English classroom. It
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promotes the role and development of teachers as facilitators in a collaborative learning process that
encourages learners’ personal growth and their use of the English language.
